Above all, the emergence of a distinctive social
has motivated this new field. That need consists in making sense of and reacting adequatley to the e
social and cultural changes brought by the ghidinoddiivities from being predominantly based on material
and financial wealth to being based on all dimensions of social value, including represented realitie:
emotions, etc.). That shift is characteristic of what is called The KnowledgehEdGmowigdge Society.
